Submitted works should be between 5 and 8 minutes in length.

Complete submissions include the following:

The full performance score

A statement permitting use of copyrighted text (if applicable)
Program notes (100 word maximum)

A brief biography of the composer (200 word maximum)

A recording of the work on CD (optional)
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Submissions that do not conform to the aforementioned guidelines will not be considered.
